WELCOME ADDRESSES

Nowadays, archival science has become an extremely active factor in
what we call transition. In professional circles, we also call the archival
science a ‘metaphor of the system in which we live’. As the Guide to the
archive materials divides these archival funds according to the periods of
their creation (especially before 1945, but as well as after this moment of
overturn) in the same way, we have intensified receipt of those documents
that will in the next two decades, for sure — with all the amendments to
this guide — become designated as a special, separate category. This
primarily concerns all the social, historical, cultural and political
conditions of its origin.

Archives, in recent years, intensified the act to take over the
available archive materials; the preservation and temporary storage of the
‘State and social system’ in their own depots. However, one of the most
responsible activities in archival science nowadays, is actually the
appraisal of these archive materials. That is why the major theme of our
consultations must have been in full accordance with the current tasks of
all the archives.

UZice City Archives, as a co-organizer of the International conference
of the archive workers 'Tara 2016’, together with the Archives of Serbia and
the Serbian Archives Society, expresses the honour and pleasure to have
the possibility of affirmation, in this noble work. In addition, we also show
readiness to host any future events, as well.

This event is also an opportunity to initiate the formation of the
Association of Archive Societies of Archive Workers from those newly
created countries which emerged after the disappearance of the common
state of Southern Slavs (Regional Society of Archivists). The reason of the
formation of such association, is the study of the value and importance of
archive materials of the socialist provenance. Special importance is given
to the value of archive materials resulting in the work of economic
operators, and social and political organizations of that period. According
to its own mode of occurrence, as well as its inner content, the value of
archive materials represents something unique in terms of worldwide
proportions. Thus, in the future, our conferences could have a distinctive
value, which deals with this special topic; and, considering the
participants, a note of a time that smoothly flows over via publications —
from the archive materials into a ‘light of the new age’, and thus becoming
its own creator.
